
 

2016 PBMAS PL 0 Cut Points:  This is the 
range of performance for a PL 0. 

 

2016 State Rate:  This represents the 
performance of the state as a whole on a 
particular indicator (c/d=b). 

 

2016 Numerator:  The number of events 
observed in a particular indicator (e.g. the 
number of students scoring at the beginning 
proficiency level). 

2016 Denominator:  This represents the total 
population evaluated in a particular indicator 
(e.g. the number of students with a TELPAS 
Composite Rating). 

Performance Level (PL):  The 
result that occurs when a 
performance level standard is 
applied to a group’s performance on 
an indicator.  PBMAS performance 
levels generally range from 0 to 3. 

2014-2016 Change:  This 
represents the change in the 
state rates from  
2014 – 2016 (f-h = i); see 
footnote.
