(2) Through the study of the six strands in technology applications, students will support and manage the work of individuals and groups to create products to inform
and promote their proposed solutions using appropriate communication skills and methods of delivery. Students will learn to make informed decisions using digital tools
and appropriate applications. By using online research and information resources such as journals, newspapers, or authoritative databases, students will synthesize
knowledge; create solutions; and evaluate the results for authentic, real-world local, state, national, and global issues.

(3) Digital Communications in the 21st Century will prepare students for the societal demands of increased civic literacy, independent working environments, global
awareness, and the mastery of a base set of analysis and communication skills. Students will be expected to design and present an effective product based on well-
researched issues in order to thoughtfully propose suggested solutions to authoritative stakeholders. The outcome of the process and product approach is to provide
students an authentic platform to demonstrate effective application of multimedia tools within the contexts of global communication and collaborative communities and
appropriately share their voices to affect change that concerns their future.
