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Introduction

This report provides SAT and ACT participation and performance results in Texas public schools
by district and campus as a supplement to College Admissions Testing of Graduating Seniors in Texas
High Schools, Class of 2007 (Texas Education Agency [TEA], 2008). Results are presented
separately for each test and for the two tests combined. In addition, results are presented for district
groupings based on selected district characteristics and for the state as a whole.
