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The Texas public education system is funded through local property tax collections, state funding, and federal 
dollars. The Permanent School Fund – the country’s largest educational endowment – also contributes to the 
system each year. Most of the state and federal funding is allocated to school systems based on needs-based 
weighted per-pupil funding formulas.8
