TEA plans to release version 4.4 of TREX, on Friday evening, July 15, 2016. This version contains
new functionality, maintenance, and changes to support new reporting requirements.

PLEASE NOTE: TREx version 4.4 is NOT backwardly compatible with v4.3 if those previous
xml files contain any of the codes which have been removed as indicated below.

In order to take advantage of some new features, including new data elements, codes or
edits, the extract program that generates the XML files will need to reference the new TREx
schema, version 1.13.

Schema Changes:

In order to make use of new codes new data elements, and edits in TREx 4.4 the School district
software that generates the TREx XML must reference the new schema, version v1.13.

For example:

XML file pointing to v1.11 of the TREx XSD <trex:TRExStudentRecords
xmins:trex="urn:us:tx:state:tea:TREx:v1.12">

Should reflect:

XML file pointing to v1.12 of the TREx XSD <trex:TRExStudentRecords
xmins:trex="urn:us:tx:state:tea:TREx:v1.13">
