GS2230 Application Designation and Certification

Pre-Award Cost Approval
No applicant may obligate funds or receive services prior to the effective date (eGrants certify and submit date) of the SAS#NCLBAA13 or July 1, 2012, whichever is later. Special LEAs and state schools are eligible for pre-award costs between July 1, 2012, and the effective date (certify and submit date) of the SAS#NCLBAA13. Pre-award costs are not applicable to new open enrollment charter schools.
