SUBJECT:	FAA Guidance on Use of Drones by Texas School Districts and Charters

The Texas Education Agency has been contacted by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) regarding the potential use of drones by school districts and charters at school-related activities. The following information was provided by the FAA and is being shared for your reference:

The FAA has serious concerns about the safety of operating unmanned aircraft systems (UAS), otherwise known as drones, near people or stadiums and can enforce breaches of flight safety.
