SUBJECT:	Federal Regulations Applicable to Multi-Year Grants
This letter supersedes the November 6, 2015, letter originally posted under the same subject heading. In addition to multi-year grants, this version addresses carryover funds and state-administered grants.
Federal Regulations Applicable to Carryover Funds
The US Department of Education (USDE) has clarified that under 34 CFR 76.710, carryover funds are subject to the regulations in effect during the carryover period, which is the last 12 months of the 27-month period of availability. For example, for a TEA-administered grant awarded on July 1, 2014, the carryover period automatically began on October 1, 2015, regardless of whether the grant was originally awarded a Notice of Grant Award (NOGA) with an end date later than September 30, 2015. Therefore, all funds that became carryover on October 1, 2015, must follow the new EDGAR regulations regardless of the original start date of the NOGA.
Federal Regulations Applicable to Multi-Year Grants
On December 26, 2014, new regulations from the Office of Management and Budget (OMB), codified as Title 2 of the Code of Federal Regulations (2 CFR) Part 200, were incorporated into general federal regulation. This change resulted in major updates to the Education Department General Administrative Regulations (EDGAR). The new EDGAR, including 2 CFR 200, applies to all grants that were issued by the USDE on or after December 26, 2014. 
All grants issued by USDE before December 26, 2014, are governed by the OMB circulars that were in effect when the grant was initially awarded. However, some federal grants that were initially awarded before December 26, 2014, continue for one or more years subsequent to their initial award (multi-year grants). 
The following table lists the multi-year grants that will continue to be governed by the OMB circulars. These grants will be audited under OMB Circular A-133.

Federal Regulations Applicable to State-Administered Grants
However, the multi-year grants listed in the following table are subject to the requirements for state-administered grants under Part 76 of EDGAR. As of October 1, 2015, these multi-year grants are to be governed by the new EDGAR, rather than the OMB circulars that were in effect when each grant was initially awarded. Please note that these multi-year grants will be audited in accordance with the requirements of 2 CFR 200 Subpart D, Post Federal Award Requirements.
