Assistance from Texas schools to obtain school records

This year the Social Security Administration (SSA) and the Texas Disability Determination Services (DDS), the State Agency that makes disability determinations on behalf of SSA, will review an increased number of cases of children currently receiving Supplemental Security Income, Title XVI payments.  


· The review will help ensure the integrity of SSA’s programs as well as those provided by the State of Texas.
· The Texas DDS and other reviewing components designated by SSA will increase the number of requests to your schools and records departments for information about students whose benefits are under review.  Please note these requests may come from Arkansas, Dallas, or Austin.
· Our requests will include a release signed by the parent or guardian, and will ask for special education records, discipline reports, school testing, and other information we can only obtain from you.  
· We may also ask that the child’s teacher or counselor complete a form about how the child functions in the classroom.  This Teacher Questionnaire will be mailed to the child’s parent or guardian; the parent will provide it to the teacher(s). 


We realize this increase in the number of requests will stretch your limited resources and appreciate your valuable assistance.  Thank you for helping us to safeguard the integrity of SSA and State programs.
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
