ARTICLE Ii. PERIOD OF CONTRACT

TEA is exercising third of fourth option to renew the Contract from September 1, 2016 to August 31, 2017 as allowed
in the Contract term. Exhibit A, Revised Description of Services is attached hereto and incorporated by reference.

ARTICLE lil. PURPOSE OF CONTRACT

The purpose of this Amendment is Contractor will provide employee assistance and counseling services to the Texas
Education Agency workforce of approximately 826 employees.

Contract Terms and Conditions required by the 84th Texas Legislative session that are different from the Terms and
Conditions of the Contract dated 7/15/2015.

Records Retention and the Right to Audit: Contractor shail maintain its records and accounts in a manner which
shall assure a full accounting for all funds received and expended by Contractor in connection with the Contract
Project. These records and accounts shall be retained by Contractor and made available for programmatic or financial
audit by TEA and by others authorized by law or regulation to make such an audit for a period of not less than seven
(7) years from the date of completion of the Contract Project or the date of the receipt by TEA of Contractor's final
claim for payment or final expenditure report in connection with this Contract, whichever is later. If an audit has been
announced, the records shall be retained until such audit has been completed.

Pursuant to Government Code, the state auditor may conduct an audit or investigation of the contractor or any other
entity or person receiving funds from the state directly under this contract or indirectly through a subcontract under
this contract. The acceptance of funds by the Contractor or any other entity or person directly under this contract or
indirectly through a subcontract under this contract acts as acceptance of the authority of the state auditor, under the
direction of the legislative audit committee to conduct an audit or investigation in connection with those funds. Under
the direction of the legislative audit committee, the Contractor or other entity that is the subject of an audit or
investigation by the state auditor must provide the state auditor with access to any information the state auditor
considers relevant to the investigation or audit. Contractor will ensure that this clause conceming the authority to audit
funds received indirectly by subcontractors through the Contractor and the requirement to cooperate is included in
any subcontract it awards.

Contractor further agrees that acceptance of funds under this contract acts as acceptance for TEA to conduct an audit
or investigation in connection with those funds. Contractor, subcontractors, and any entities receiving funds through
this contract shall cooperate fully with TEA in the conduct of the audit or investigation, including providing all records
pertaining to this contract that are requested.

Public Information: The TEA is subject to the provisions of the Texas Public Information Act. If a request for
disclosure of this Contract or any information related to the goods or services provided under the Contract or
information provided to the TEA under this Contract constituting a record under the Act is received by the TEA, the
information must qualify for an exception provided by the Texas Public Information Act in order to be withheld from
public disclosure. Contractor authorizes the TEA to submit any information contained in the Contract, provided under
the Contract, or otherwise requested to be disclosed, including information Contractor has labeled as confidential
proprietary information, to the Office of the Attorney General for a determination as to whether any such information
may be exempt from public disclosure under the Act. If the TEA does not have a good faith belief that information may
be subject to an exception to disclosure, the TEA is not obligating itself by this Contract to submit the information to
the Attorney General. It shall be the responsibility of the Contractor to make any legal argument to the Attorney General
or appropriate court of law regarding the exception of the information in question from disclosure. The Contractor
waives any claim against and releases from liability the TEA, its officers, employees, agents, and attorneys with
respect to disclosure of information provided under or in this Contract or otherwise created, assembled, maintained,
or held by the Contractor and determined by the Attorney General or a court of law to be subject to disclosure under
the Texas Public Information Act.

Contractor is required to make any information created or exchanged with the state pursuant to this Contract, and not
otherwise excepted from disclosure under the Texas Public Information Act, available in a format that is accessible by
the public at no additional charge to the state. The TEA Project Manager will provide the specific format by which
the Contractor is required to make the information accessible by the public.
