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This report presents Advanced Placement
(AP) examination participation and perfor-
mance data for students in Texas and the
United States in public and nonpublic schools
combined. AP examination results are used by
colleges and universities to make class place-
ment decisions and to award college credit to
incoming students who meet qualifying stan-
dards on the examinations.

Results presented in this report were
obtained from summary reports released an-
nually by the College Board. For additional
information about AP examinations and

results reported by the TEA Division of Re-
search and Analysis, including definitions of
terms and explanations of calculations, please
see Advanced Placement and International
Baccalaureate General Information (e.g.,
TEA, 2013b), and Advanced Placement and
International  Baccalaureate Glossary of
Terms (e.g., TEA, 2013c).

Advanced Placement Results for Texas and the United States

e In2011-12, a total of 207,321 students in Texas public and nonpublic schools took 374,091 Ad-
vanced Placement (AP) examinations (Table 1). Texas ranked second in the nation in both number of
AP examinees and number of AP examinations taken (Table 3 on page 4).

e Both the number and the percentage of AP examinations with scores in the 3-5 range increased for
Texas and for the nation from the prior year in 2011-12 (Table 1).

e Inthe 2011-12 school year, 56.7 percent of Texas AP examinees reported their race/ethnicity to the
College Board as African American, American Indian, Asian/Pacific Islander, or Hispanic, whereas
the combined proportion of these non-White student groups across the United States was considerably
smaller (36.2%) (Table 2). In large part, the difference reflects the higher percentage of Hispanic AP
examinees in Texas (38.5%) compared to the United States (16.1%).

e In2011-12, the three AP examinations with the largest numbers of test takers in Texas were English
Language and Composition, United States History, and World History. The three AP examinations
with the largest numbers of test takers in the United States were English Language and Composition,
United States History, and English Literature and Composition (Table 4 on page 6).

e Compared to the United States, Texas had higher percentages of examinees with scores in the 3-5
range on 3 out of 34 examinations: European History, Studio Art-3D Design, and Italian Language
and Culture (Table 4 on page 6).
