Force majeure is defined
as acts « 3>od, war, fires, explosions, hurricanes, floods, failure of transportation, or other causes that are
beyond {  reasonable control of either party and that by exercise of due foresight such party could not
reasonat have been expected to avoid, and which, by the exercise of all reasonable due diligence, such party
is unable to overcome. Each party must inform the other in writing, with proof of receipt, within three business
days of the existence of such force majeure, or otherwise waive this right as a defense.
