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Introduction


Data from EDIT+ tables are downloaded in a comma-separated format via zipped file software. Once downloaded, the data is imported into third-party spreadsheet or database software. Table Downloads are accessed by selecting the ‘View Reports’ link from the Home page of the EDIT+ application. Please refer to the Table Downloads chapter of the PEIMS EDIT User Reference and Training Guide for more detailed instructions.

This Table Downloads Reference has been designed to provide the EDIT+ user with detailed information regarding the database tables used within the EDIT+ application, and includes the data source for each of the tables, data relationships, and table organization.

Users can use this Reference, to assist with accessing data for lookup tables, code tables, and collection-specific tables (i.e., Fall, Mid-Year, Summer, and Extended Year). Note that some tables apply to multiple collections.

· Important Note about zipped file software: You must have a recent copy of WinZip® installed on your local PC in order to download and extract the EDIT+ data files.

· Important Note about importing data into third party software: Microsoft® Excel and Microsoft® Access define each field as either ‘character’ or ‘numeric.’ If character fields contain leading zeros (e.g., District 012345 or Student ID 012345678), they should be defined as text fields when importing data into an Excel spreadsheet or an Access database. This ensures that any leading zeros are not dropped.

EDIT+ users can generate and download comma-separated files for the Fall tables listed in this section. Data used to create the downloads is from PEIMS data files loaded into the EDIT+ database during the Fall Collection cycle.
