PLEASE NOTE: TREx version 4.1 is backwardly compatible with v4.0. Any XML file that can be uploaded today will still upload correctly under the new release. 
However, in order to take advantage of some new features, including new data elements, codes or edits, the extract program that generates the XML files will need to reference the new TREx schema, version 1.9.

Schema Changes:

In order to make use of new codes new data elements, and edits in TREx 4.1 the School district software that generated the TREx XML must reference the new schema, version v1.9. 

For example:    

XML file pointing to v1.8 of the TREx XSD <trex:TRExStudentRecords xmlns:trex="urn:us:tx:state:tea:TREx:v1.8"> 

Should reflect: 

XML file pointing to v1.9 of the TREx XSD <trex:TRExStudentRecords xmlns:trex="urn:us:tx:state:tea:TREx:v1.9">

If it doesn’t, that means your Student Information System software is out of date and downlevel.
