Districts submit enrollment data for students in grades Early Education (EE) through 12 weekly,using EDIT+ and PID applications and processes.  The enrollment data required are the same as those required for PID, plus campus ID of enrollment, enrollment date and withdrawal date.  School districts have the option of submitting PET files extracted from their student information systems or entering student records online.    Districts can search PET to locate students or view enrollment histories.

PET maintains up-to-date enrollment data for all students in Texas public school districts.
