Since 2018, a statewide strategic plan for special
education has helped improve the ability of public

schools to identify and serve students in need of special
education supports.
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For the past year, the Texas Commission on Special Education Funding, established by HB 1525, has examined
options to improve the approach to special education funding. Under current law, funding is provided to students
served in special education based upon the location of a student’s educational setting. Many have noted that the
cost of special education services provided can vary substantially, even within the same setting.
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
