Prior to submission of the Targeted Improvement Plan, the district will assist the campus  with the Targeted Improvement Plan by reviewing the draft of the plan for submission and providing feedback to the committee to ensure alignment of targeted improvement goals, campus improvement goals and district improvement goals to ensure the focus of improvement is congruent throughout each plan. Upon submission and during Implementation,  central (Italy ISD administration) and campus leadership members (Stafford Elementary) will meet on a monthly basis to evaluate, reflect, and make necessary adjustments based on a data analysis of identified formative assessments within the TIP to support campus improvement efforts.  Upon summarizing the data analysis, the district will provide continual support to Stafford Elementary in creating additional action steps as needed to address barriers, challenges, or gaps within the Targeted Improvement Plan throughout the year. After the first year of the grant cycle,
Italy ISD will assist Stafford Elementary during collaboration meetings in reflecting on their first year goals and achievements, making adjustments for next year, and finding areas of improvement or re-development prior to the start of the second school year based on data reviews of student achievement. 

During a comprehensive needs assessment review, the proposed budget was collaboratively developed by Italy ISD central administration and Stafford Elementary campus instructional leaders to ensure academic growth, campus improvement, and future attainment of campus goals.  The primary expenditure for the proposed budget will be within the (6200 object code) for contracted services as a Pathway 1 participant within the ESC Region 10 Texas Instructional Leadership (TIL) cohort towards improvement in the focus areas of:

4.1: High-Quality Instructional Materials and Assessments
5.1: Effective classroom routines and instructional strategies

Contracts: $70,000 for two years. The Pathway 1 proposed budget for ESC Region 10 Texas Instructional Leadership (TIL) cohort includes the following support:
Year 1 - Campus Level Coaching 
Year 2 - Principal Supervisor Coaching 

Texas Instructional Leadership (TIL) Content Areas 
Leadership Coaching / Training Focus Areas

*Lesson Alignment / Formative Assessment* -Trains leaders how to guide their teachers to build effective daily lesson plans that will drive student learning, as well as how to monitor that planning to see which parts are working and which aren’t, and how to coach teachers to master the skills they need to make their planning consistently effective.  This includes training constructing rigorous and aligned daily and weekly assessments that will support analysis of student mastery and gaps.

*Data Driven Instruction*-Highly effective, research-based training that guides teachers and leaders to spend less time teaching their students what they already know and more time on what their students need.

*Observation and Feedback*-Trains campus and district leaders to develop proficiency in establishing and coaching processes towards effective instruction

The remaining grant amount would be used towards additional contracted services to assist with maximizing the effectiveness of data analysis and interventions during Professional Learning Communities through coaching visits and personnel costs (6100 object code) for teacher leaders, to be vetted, selected and provided a supplemental stipend to carry out extra duty pay activities, and for additional days/hours or work to support school-wide improvement based on the evaluation of a predetermined data set of performance indicators of teacher leader performance expectations.  The budget also includes substitute costs to cover teachers as they attend professional learning opportunities at the campus level with ESC Region 10.

District and campus administration will meet regularly throughout the grant period to assess program progress, budget implementation, and effectiveness of strategies. From these discussions, adjustments will be made as needed based on the needs of the campus.


During a comprehensive needs assessment review, the proposed budget was collaboratively developed by Italy ISD central administration and Stafford Elementary campus instructional leaders to ensure campus leaders have direct access to grant funding to ensure alignment to the Targeted Improvement Plan.  Central leaders will be in regular communication with participating campus leadership throughout the grant’s existence to monitor progress and spending and will suggest adjustments to campus leaders, as necessary, in line with district procedures and grant guidelines.

Describe how the program will address the mission and needs. : Italy ISD will support Stafford Elementary School in executing school improvement activities, which include the development of a Targeted Improvement Plan (TIP) for the campus.  The district will assist the campus team in the ESF Self Assessment activity and in the committee development of the improvement plan by including district administration members on the ESF planning committee. Central and campus leadership members will meet on a routine monthly basis to evaluate, reflect, and make necessary adjustments to the TIP to support the campus improvement efforts. 


This support will be done by partnering with Stafford Elementary in professional development offerings and collaboration meetings to provide guidance on plans and adjusting support to meet campus needs as identified within their TIP as a part of their school improvement activities .  Professional development and coaching will also be provided to the campus leadership team to drive instructional-based conversations during Professional Learning Communities (PLCs).Central administration will provide coaching support to the campus principal concerning data meeting facilitation to ensure monitoring and assessment of implementation plans, limit barriers, inform data-driven decision-making and drive action steps based on those decisions. In addition, the district will provide the Stafford Elementary principal and instructional staff with systemic instructional practitioners who will assist the campus in checking for lesson alignment, monitoring lesson planning and delivery of instruction for alignment. Stafford Elementary will also receive technical support by the district with the use of the on-line Plan4Learning platform, or other grant-required platform, to complete their Targeted Improvement Plan.
