Pflugerville ISD’s organizational structure provides for flexibility at awarded campuses through consultation and coordination with the Assistant Superintendent (principal supervisor). The regular and ongoing communication among the improvement provider, the principal supervisor, and the principal will provide a feedback loop during the implementation of the Targeted Improvement Plan. Formative assessments and regular action step monitoring will provide the opportunity for plan refinement in order to achieve improvement plan goals. 

Pflugerville ISD will maintain its commitment to the Texas Education Code, adopted Board of Trustees policies, and any approved District of Innovation strategies throughout the grant award period and the implementation of the Targeted Improvement Plan. All operational flexibility will be shaped to ensure that decisions are made in the best interest of students.

The proposed budget for the two Pflugerville ISD campuses included in this grant proposal is designed based upon these factors:
1. Contracted Services - 44.8% of grant request 
Cost of required Vetted Improvement Program (VIP) contracted services over the course of the two-year grant period 

This meets the needs and goals of the program as a program requirement. More importantly, however, each campus principal has selected a VIP with whom they believe is the best fit for the immediate needs of their campus improvement efforts. 

2.  Personnel - 48.8% of grant request
Cost of salary and benefits over the course of the two-year grant period

These payroll costs include supplemental pay for members of the campus-based Instructional Leadership Team to compensate them for the additional duties and time commitment outside of the school day/contract period; substitute pay for classroom teachers who participate in school-day professional learning and ESF activities; and all related and required fringe benefits charges.

3. Supplies - 2% of grant request 

These limited costs for supplies and materials necessary for the successful implementation of professional learning activities and coaching sessions.
 
4. Other operating - 1% of grant request
These limited costs include travel to/from the Region Service Center and any off-site locations for continued Instructional Leadership Team professional learning.

Indirect costs related to grant award comprise 3.4% of grant request.

No funds will be reserved at the district level, nor will any feeder campuses participate in the grant program. 

Adjustments to the budget will be dependent upon the implementation of the Targeted Improvement Plan action steps and actual costs realized for personnel charges. Adjustments will be made based on the results of needs assessment and identification of specific action steps requiring grant funding for completion. 

Pflugerville ISD will provide direct access to the grant funding and ensure alignment to the Targeted Improvement Plan through its regular grant management processes. These steps include the grant budget applied and available through the campus principal’s finance system which includes applicable substitute costs, supplemental pay requests, supply requests, and travel reimbursements. Each campus bookkeeper and principal will be able to and responsible for entering their grant expense requisitions into the finance system and notating the Targeted Improvement Plan action step to which the expense is aligned. This is the same process used for regular Title I, Part A funds and their alignment to the campus improvement plans. 

The district office will provide guidance and support to ensure that all EDGAR and CFR requirements are met prior to expending these school improvement funds. This district support will extend to the development of the district professional services contract for required VIP terms of service, obtaining the VIP commitments, notaries, and signed documents prior to work beginning. Coordination with the district procurement and finance staff will ensure that all federal spending requirements are met.

Describe how the program will address the mission and needs. : Pflugerville ISD, a district of over 25,000 students located in Travis County, will serve its identified middle school campuses in carrying out school improvement activities through its continuous school improvement process under the leadership of the District Coordinator of School Improvement and Principal Supervisors. The DCSI is a shared leadership role between the Executive Director of Accountability & Compliance, overseeing all district and school improvement efforts, and Assistant Superintendent Principal Supervisors for the campuses they each support. Through the school improvement processes, campus principals are engaged in regular and ongoing opportunities to discuss, monitor, adjust, and measure progress in collaboration with the DCSI team. Similarly, Assistant Superintendents supervise, support, and mentor campus principals through the development and implementation work of their improvement plans. These district staff members collaborate with one another to offer consistent and clear support for campus principals. 

Currently, PfISD’s Accountability and Compliance Department leads annual school improvement efforts that are outlined in each school’s Campus Improvement Plan and in accompanying Targeted Improvement Plans. The district streamlines the work of the Campus Improvement Plan through plan4learning, the 806 Technologies improvement planning software; the Targeted Improvement Plans for the identified campuses in this grant award utilize the TEA-provided TIP Microsoft Excel tool. All campuses engaged in school improvement activities align their strategies between the TIP and CIP. 

The Annual ESF training and the DCSI’s support and data reviews are offered for campus principals to lead the work of completing and monitoring their Targeted Improvement Plan. 

Most importantly, the district provides clear communication directly to participating campuses with required meetings, due dates, checkpoints, and feedback cycles regarding their Targeted Improvement Plan as documented in the School Improvement Timeline resource published annually.

Describe how the program will address the mission and needs. : Pflugerville ISD will monitor the campuses awarded the ESF-Focused Support Grant through two key activities: (1) the DCSI monitors all TIP submissions and communication with TEA and subsequently provides information and feedback to campuses through a predictable and scheduled school improvement cycle timeline as published annually for the district. This communication loop includes face-to-face meetings, scheduled calls, email messages, and advanced calendar reminders. (2) The Principal Supervisor monitors implementation of the TIP strategies through regular campus walkthroughs and principal coaching sessions. 

Similar to the campus improvement plan process, the district utilizes the continuous school improvement cycle comprehensive need assessment to identify barriers and challenges to then determine root cause and next steps to improve outcomes. During this comprehensive needs assessment process, coupled with the ESF diagnostics/self-assessments, the DCSI, Principal Supervisor, and the campus principal determine which actions will help overcome barriers encountered during the first year of the grant cycle. Various data sources will be used to identify these barriers and may include TTESS walkthrough data, student screener results, lesson plans, assessment results, attendance data, and qualitative survey data.
