District already has a comprehensive campus which has engaged in ESF for two years.  The framework build for that campus will be extended to any campus which receives an award.  Additionally, the Assistant Superintendent of Leadership and Culture will join duties with the District Coordinator of School Improvement (DCSI) for leadership, supervision, training, and monitoring of awarded campuses.  The Department of Teaching and Learning will be responsible for ongoing training in ESF in addition to any trainings provided by the state and by the district partner, ESC 6.  The Assistant Superintendent of Leadership and Culture will add ESF as a permanent agenda item to his weekly principal meetings to discuss accomplishments and challenges for campuses as implementation is carried out.  The DCSI will extend services to all awarded campuses and will train the campus contact in how to assist the principal and the campus leadership team in updating the web-based improvement plan and in meeting all deadlines. 
Funding will be used to identify needs and provide training for and implement research-based practices based on those identified needs.  The district will partner with Educational Service Center 6 in order to conduct an ESF diagnostic assessment.  Based on a self-assessment and the diagnostic assessment, needs will be identified in regards to the LEA providing a high-quality curriculum, in providing support for effective teachers, and in creating a positive culture on each campus.  
The proposed budget will be used to address needs such as paying teachers for additional duties in order to align curriculum in all subject areas through the use of High Priority Learning Standards (HPLS) created by the district.  They will also provide for the design and implementation of effective lesson planning, including addressing the needs of special populations and of reteaching.  
Splendora ISD has a similar allocation of funds in the School Improvement Grant received by Peach Creek Elementary as a comprehensive campus.  As a model, funding is used to partner with a vetted partner (ESC 6), determine priority areas of need, then direct resources specifically to those needs in the form of consultants, physical resources, programmatic and curricular purchasing, training, and workshops. 
Through quarterly analysis, completion of implementation and/or failure to implement measures are diagnosed, and activities are deemed as finished, continuing, or in need.  New needs are identified to be addressed as well, and the funding is shifted to meet all identified needs.
This funding will supplement, not supplant, current federal, state, and local resources.  Since all funding is based on needs assessments, this funding will dovetail in with other funding sources to support the campus, but unlike those funding sources, this funding will be tasked to specifically address the needs identified by the diagnostic and self-assessment rather than funding ongoing day-to-day operations.  This funding will act as a change agent to enable strong school leadership and planning to effect the Effective Schools Framework in its entirety, resulting in effective instruction for these Title I campuses.

Describe how the program will address the mission and needs. : LEA will roll out ESF to campuses through our Teaching and Learning Department (T&L).  Each campus has instructional specialists assigned by T&L who are dedicated solely to that campus.  The Assistant Superintendent of Teaching and Learning, along with the Director of Curriculum, will supervise and monitor training of the instructional specialists and building principals for roll out to the campuses. The Director of Federal Programs and Compliance will also attend trainings and will assist campuses with self-assessment,  Targeted Improvement Plans, quarterly reports, and any other paperwork needed to maintain compliance. Principals will monitor success of the program and initiate changes as necessary. 

The web-based improvement plan will be based on the needs identified by the self-assessment and will be the responsibility of the principal to complete, report, and adjust with help from LEA personnel.

The Director of Federal Programs and Compliance would also monitor deadlines and assist campuses in maintaining compliance with reporting.  District personnel, including the Assistant Superintendent of Leadership and Culture, the Assistant Superintendent of Teaching and Learning, the Director of Federal Programs and Compliance, the Director of Curriculum, and any other necessary district personnel would meet with the campus leadership team in regards to program success evaluation and assist with programmatic adjustment in the eventuality of a failure of implemented actions. Implementation will be discussed in regular meetings throughout year one to ensure there is no failure of implementation.
