Even though the ESF Diagnostic is designed to be campus based, ILTexas has engaged in this work as an LEA to ensure each level of ESF is well supported and monitored.  Through engaging in this process we have identified areas where we have needed to modify and adapt policies and practices to support awarded campuses and on areas where campuses need and have the operational flexibility to ensure full execution of their targeted improvement plans based off other ESF Diagnostic (or ESF Self-assessment).  ILTexas has developed a framework (which it is continuously improving) which is clearly delineating the instructional focus and academic non-negotiables around our ESF essential actions to ensure alignment and support with our campus ESF priority areas and essential actions. 
ILTexas will centrally plan and execute the purchasing/agreements for TIL work on behalf of the awarded campuses.  This will be year 3 of our partnership with Region 10 TIL (previously budgeted), but will take on a new form under this grant whereby each awarded campuses will have the one on one coaching from the Region center subject matter experts during the course of this two year grant. 

ILTexas is also supporting with the purchasing of supplemental resources aligned with the campus ESF priority levels and essential actions to ensure alignment and full support. For example, we are centrally orchestrating the purchase of the Whetstone tool to support teacher feedback, coaching and DDI meetings, but will seek to purchase the additional video component of this tool for awarded campuses to provided campuses with this supplemental targeted ESF aligned  resource.  

ILTexas will engage in alignment workshops to ensure all other federal, state and local resources align with the ESF work and that the funds and resources allocated to and subsequently used towards the ESF work is an effective supplement to existing supports.  This alignment will take place during the development of the District Improvement Plan, Campus Improvement Plans and Targeted Improvement Plans, with priority given to our high needs campuses who receive additional resources.

Describe how the program will address the mission and needs. : ILTexas will centrally support and coordinate the decentralized execution of this support for our Title I-served Federally Identified campuses.  Centrally, our LEA has engaged in the  Effective Schools Framework (ESF) continuous improvement process (Effective District Framework)  and we have a draft support plan addressing how we will ensure aligned support of the Pathway 1 (TIL), aligned to the Essential Actions (EA) from the ESF. Further, we have a plan to support and align the charter-wide support of the six diagnosed EAs included in the ESF diagnostic; namely: 
1. Develop campus instructional leaders (principal, assistant principal, Grade Level Administrators/GLAs & Campus Coaches) with clear roles and responsibilities.
2. Recruit, select, assign, induct, and retain a full staff of highly qualified educators around our onboarding and professional development plans (to include PLCs and Teacher Caoching)
3. Compelling and aligned vision (Around our vision that we will be an A district, A in Domain 2A where by all students will make at least a full year’s progress, PBIS, DIP-CIP-TIP goals, values focused on a safe environment and high expectations under PBIS and MTSS.  
4. Curriculum and assessments aligned to TEKS (TEKS RS, Meets PLC)  with a year-long scope
and sequence (our Year at a Glance, weekly units, and daily lesson objectives/exemplar lessons)
5. Objective-driven daily lesson plans with formative assessments/exit tickets and engaging instruction. 
6. Data-driven instruction & DDI weekly meetings in our PLC framework. 
Further, we are facilitating the orchestration, support and alignment of our participation in Texas Instructional Leadership (TIL), to build the capacity of our campus, area and headquarters instructional leaders to continuously improve instruction and instructional
Leadership; namely, around teacher coaching and observation feedback anchored in the work of Paul Bambrick’s Leverage Leadership and Get Better Faster frameworks and tools. 

The two web based programs to help support and monitor this work are Plan4Education to house improvement plans and the subsequent monitoring of and Whetstone Education to help with tracking and monitoring coaching (bite-sized next steps) and Data Driven Instruction (DDI) meetings.

ILTexas will develop a timeline whereby ESF- TIL work is calendared in advance with subsequent checkpoints per grading period to ensure we are meeting our targets/goals and monthly calibration sessions.  
Additionally, as reviewed in question one, our charter-wide systems have been reviewed against alignment with the ESF levers and essential actions.  This is necessary to monitor and support the grant, but to also engage in the continuous improvement process charter-wide.  
During our checkpoints each cycle, if it is determined that we have a campus making insufficient progress towards implementation of their TIP plan, ILTexas will commit to putting into place the safeguards and additional supports to reset or refine plans by prioritizing our subject matter experts to support targeted campuses, areas with frequent checkpoints to gauge progress.
