Under the guidance of ESC region 10, the campus will participate in the Texas Instructional Leadership (TIL) program, a highly effective,
research-based training that guides teachers and leaders to spend less time teaching their students what they already know and more

time on what their students need. under the guidance of ESC Region 10. During this process, program participants will create an online
Targeted Improvement Plan which will focus on three prioritized focus areas as identified from the ESF diagnostic visit (1.1, 4.1, and 5.1).

Participation in the TIL program will provide support and improvement activities by training teachers and leaders to develop their
cultural vision and the systems to bring that vision to reality, monitor it throughout the year, and how to intervene when necessary to
ensure a consistent plan of improvement. It will also train leaders on how to guide their teachers to build effective daily lesson plans
that will drive student learning, as well as how to monitor that planning to see which parts are working and which aren‘t. Training will
also be provided for campus leadership on how to coach teachers to master the skills they need to make their planning consistently
effective. This includes training constructing rigorous and aligned daily and weekly assessments that will support analysis of student
mastery and gaps.
