Aledo ISD has started our Grow Your Own Program.  We have many paraprofessionals who have almost completed their bachelors and have had to slow their progress as they need full time financial source and are unable to afford the cost to complete an alternative certification program. This grant will add at least 3 teachers to 23-24 staff from grow your own.   
We will utilize a recruiting and application process that invites our current instructional paraprofessionals and permanent guest teachers (long-term substitutes) who are in their final semester(s) of completing their bachelor's degree and who are highly successful in their current role interacting with students to apply for this grant.  The application process will involve an committee review.  There is a rubric of scoring that includes success in working with students, connection to our district, diversity of the applicant and evaluation measure that their current supervisors complete before selection progress is determined.  If awarded this grant fund, we will use these funds to pay, or reimburse the alternative certification program the cost to complete the program and prepare for the awardee to take and pass their certification exam.  Each candidate selected for the teacher preparation program is required to sign an MOU with the LEA providing training and employment opportunities.  The paraprofessional and long-term substitutes will be included in campus new teacher training and have a mentor-teacher who works in the area they are working toward in their own certification.  Partner with a high-quality EPP to create a pathway to teaching resulting in completion of a bachelor’s degree &/or standard certification in the districts’ high-need teaching fields (SPED, bilingual, secondary math).  Recruit up to 6 existing paraprofessionals or long term substitutes who are motivated, academically ready and committed to remain as teachers in the partner district for at least 2 years.  

With our district being a suburban district with rural challenges as we are 25 miles out from a major city with more workforce choices, we realize we will need to grow our own.  This is a two part approach, we are in the process of developing our CTE program offerings to build a more robust Education & Teacher pipeline.  It is in its infancy but we expect this to grow to a support system within 2 years to begin building a path from high school graduation to classroom teacher at their alma mater.  Through our paraprofessional grant program, we will be adding 50% of our awardees to their own classroom by August 2023.
Our current strategy and one that will continue is direct social media marketing and email marketing campaigns to bring attention to our district and its advantages.  Once we recruit our staff we are vigilant about keeping touch points all along the way until their start date, we don't want to lose them to another before their first day.  Our superintendent, administrators, peer teachers and paraprofessional staff are asked to reach out and get to know their new team mate before they arrive.  We have luncheons, dinners and training offers even before they begin.  
Retaining is the most critical, we utilize stay interviews and various forums to solicit ideas, and focus points to continue, amend or discontinue those that are not making it evident to staff that we are here for them and their success. 

The performance measures that we will are monitoring with our current awardees from cycle 5 are, number of completions in our program and the rate of success in the first year in their role.  These measure include the value and significance of the support and training provided in their first year(s).  More importantly will be the retention rate after first year, second year and third year.   
If awarded these grants, we will survey each awardee on a quarterly basis on time to completion, supports needed and arrange throughout the program.  We have teacher mentor assigned as well as new teacher supports team inclusion.  We are expecting a 50% certification completion rate out of our total 6 awardees within the first 6 months of their award.  The remaining awardees will have completed within the first year of their award. 
For Pathway 2 only.
Personnel – For those awardees selected, the time needed to take off in preparation for their completion of classes and testing preparation is included in these personnel costs.  This will consist of substitute pay and paraprofessional day rate in the amount of $130.00 a day.  Calculations used are for a total of 10 days throughout the program for observation, class, and test preparation.  This would consist of $1,300 per awardee.  $1,300/per awardees x 6 grant requests = $7,800. 
Consultants – Fees for enrollment in iTeach at the amount of $4,250 per awardee plus the cost for test preparation at a cost of $2,250 for a total of $6,500 per awardee.  $6,500 x 6 awardee request = $39,000.

As we are working on completion of a full year using TCLAS grant GYO funding to sponsor our first time.  It has been very successful as a recruiting tool for our openings throughout the district.  Once we have our paraprofessional/long-term substitute GYO program in its second year, the next steps necessary to advance the grow your own program will be to further develop the relationship with community colleges and EPP programs as well as staff a Teacher and Learning educators to assist in leading and to developing our CTE pathways to build depth in our high school students enrollment in this program and their interest in becoming an alma mater educator.
Our paraprofessional/long-term substitute GYO program continues to focus on attracting and recruiting diverse candidates in our paraprofessional and campus guest teacher roles in order to bond with the employee so that they want to continue serving the students of our community.  In the years to follow we will also work with out education foundations to support funding of this type of program if/and as interest increases of diverse candidate applicants.

We currently have 8 instructional paraprofessional and long term substitutes who are interested in such a grant opportunity and are prepared to commit to the district and their goal to attain their teaching certification and return to work in Aledo ISD.  We want to support their cost to complete the program and the cost for test preparation.

Congratulations on being the recipient of the Bearcat Backers/AEF grant for Alternative Certification Program sponsorship. You were recommended by your current supervisor and selected from eligible applicants to be a recipient of this grant.  There are general and fiscal guidelines which must be upheld as part of this Memorandum of Understanding.  The information below outlines this Memorandum of Understanding guidelines.
The purpose of this sponsored Grow Your Own program is to provide financial support to current Aledo ISD instructional assistants or guest teachers/substitute teachers who are actively seeking to obtain Texas Educator Certification on or before May 31, 2023. You were selected because you are/were a proven and dedicated staff member who desires opportunities for advancement in the field of teaching.  As a recipient of this grant scholarship you are agreeing to:
1. Abide by a graduation plan developed with your College academic advisor which shows your path to obtaining your Bachelor’s degree while maintaining a 2.50 GPA each semester; OR abide by an alternative certification plan developed with your Alternative Educator Preparation Program which shows the path of completion of the program.
2. Attain Texas Educator Certification on or before May 2023;
3. Receive grant money with the following conditions: Grant monies maximum is in the amount of $6,250.  Funds are to cover tuition, fees, books, and other costs incurred while obtaining a bachelor’s degree and/or certification. Scholarship amount is dependent on chosen path to certification.
4. Provide receipts for educational expenses.  Receipts must be submitted to Sherry Taylor, program director, by December 15, 2022 or May 27,2023.
Upon graduation or the alternative certification program completion AND attainment of Texas Educator Certification, you are agreeing to the following conditions in seeking employment with Aledo ISD as a teacher in your area of certification:
1. Fulfill all requirements of the TEA certification testing.
2. Accept all  interview requests in your certification area up to an offer of employment;
3. Agree not to enter into a contract with another Texas or out of state ISD;
4. Teach full time in area of certification for your district for 2 year unless otherwise approved by the Superintendent.
5. Receive Superintendent approval for employment as a teacher.
The Memorandum of Understanding shall become effective upon your signature as well as the signature of a District Official. 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	TextField1: Teacher Mentors - Our new teacher program offers each new teacher in our district a mentor for a period of 2 years that will support, encourage and work with their assigned new teacher.  We will treat each recipient, if we are awarded, with a teacher mentor to help them navigate the path to certification.  They will be with these recipients each step of the way and after.
	TextField1: Instructional Coaches - The district has an instructional coach on each campus within the district and we have specialized coaches in special education as well as district coaches who work in each core area.  These will also be a significant support to recipients if awarded this grant.
	TextField1: Campus Administrators - All administrators, both Principal and Assistant Principal will be a support to the selected recipients if awarded this grant.  They will coordinate with the mentor teachers with area of development and assistant needed by recipients.
	TextField1: GYO - LEA Advisor - Dr. Amber Crissey - Assistant Superintendent - Dr. Crissey is over our Curriculum & Instruction and will oversees the new teacher mentor curriculum program.  We plan to have all awardees attend all new teacher trainings and have the advantage of these trainings as they work toward their certification.
