New Carryover Guidance from US Department of Education

A local educational agency (LEA) that received a Title | allocation that exceeded $500,000 and, as
required, reserved 1 percent of its allocation for parent and family engagement, but did not
obligate all of this amount by September 30 must use a portion of its Title | carryover funds equal
to the unobligated amount for parent and family engagement in addition to its current year’s
reservation for this purpose provided that the LEA only reserved 1 percent of its allocation. (If an
LEA reserved more than 1 percent for parent and family engagement and already obligated an
amount equal to 1 percent, then it need not use any of its carryover funds for this purpose.)

For example, an LEA with a Federal fiscal year (FY) 2021 (school year 2021-2022) Title | allocation
of $10,000,000 reserved $100,000 to meet the requirement to reserve at least 1 percent of its
allocation to carry out parent and family engagement activities under ESEA section 1116. If this
LEA only obligated $90,000 of the $100,000 by September 30, 2022, in addition to reserving 1
percent of its FY 2022 (school year 2022-2023) allocation for parent and family engagement
activities under ESEA section 1116, the LEA must also assign $10,000 of its FY 2021 carryover
funds to this activity. In other words, the $10,000 in carryover from FY 2021 would be in addition
to the required FY 2022 reservation.
