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Data File Format




Overview

All STAAR data for end-of-course (EOC) assessments will be reported in a unique data file for each EOC
administration. There will be one record on the data file for each subject for which the student is assessed.
Following is a list of the most significant changes being implemented in the 2024-2025 EOC administrations.

1. TITLE-I-PART-A-INDICATOR-CODE — New value of A added (Position 101).

2. ECR TRAIT SCORE - IDEAS — New field added. This field applies to English | and English Il only (Position
361).

3. ECR TRAIT SCORE - CONVENTIONS — New field added. This field applies to English | and English Il only (Position
362).

4. EXTENDED CONSTRUCTED RESPONSE CONDITION CODE — New field added. This field applies to English | and
English 1l only (Position 371).
